In the editorial category, Kelly Di Domenico picked up her fourth gold award in five years for her book reviews and Liz Warwick took home the gold award for her personal essay about parenting a child with multiple allergies.  

Established in 1988, Parenting Publications of America is a national trade association of regional parenting publications that reaches across the United States, Canada and Australia.

The Editorial and Design Awards Competition recognizes excellence in journalism, photography and design. Prof. Daryl Moen of the University of Missouri School of Journalism coordinated the annual contest. A panel of 33 judges poured over 979 entries this year (up from 774 last year) to choose the winners in each category. All judges have had significant professional experience.

"The purpose of the PPA awards competition is to encourage a high level of journalistic performance and service to communities by recognizing editorial excellence and outstanding visual presentation in parenting publications," said the organization’s Executive Director James Dowden.
